INDIVIDUALS DESIROUS OF BECOMING ADOPTERS, GUARDIANS (TRUSTEES) OR FOSTER

PARENTS

ORDER OF THE MINISTRY OF PUBLIC HEALTH OF THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION № 332 OF

SEPTEMBER 10, 1996

In pursuance of the Decision of the Government of the Russian Federation №

542 of May 1, 1996 on the Approval of the List of Diseases Afflicting

Persons Who May Not Adopt a Child, Take It as a Ward or Accept It into an

Adopting Family and for the purpose of safe-guarding the rights of the

child which has been left without the parents' care I order for the

settlement of the question of the further upbringing of the child:

1. To endorse:

1.1. the Regulations for the Medical Examination of the Individual Who

Wishes to Become an Adopter, Guardian (Trustee) or a Foster Parent

(Appendix 1).

1.2. The form of the Medical Findings on the Results of the Examination of

a Person Desirous of Adopting a Child, Taking It as a Ward or Becoming a

Foster Parent (St. Form No. 164/u - 96), issued by a state health

protection body (Appendix 2).

1.3. The Addendum to the List of the Forms of Source Medical Documents of

Public health Institutions (Appendix 3).

2. The heads of the public health management bodies of the subjects of the

Russian Federation shall:

2.1. Determine the procedure for sending for medical examination persons

who claim to be adopters, guardians (trustees) and foster parents.

2.2. Ensure the completion of the Medical Findings on the Results of the

Examination of Persons Desirous of Adopting a Child, Taking It as a Ward or

Becoming a Foster Parent (St. Form No. 164/u - 96) for the candidates in

keeping with Appendix 2 of this Order.

2.3. Turn over the medical findings on the examination of the state of

health of the candidate for the adopter, guardian (trustee) or foster

parent to the person who has applied in the statutory manner to the

respective state health protection body for their submission to the

appropriate guardianship and trusteeship agency which settles the questions

of the upbringing of the child that has been left without the parents'

care.

3. Control over the implementation of this Order shall be exercised by

D.I.Zelinskaya, Chief of the Department of the Mother's and Child's Health

Protection, Ministry of Public Health of the Russian Federation.

REGULATIONS FOR THE MEDICAL EXAMINATION OF THE INDIVIDUAL WHO WISHES TO

BECOME AN ADOPTER, GUARDIAN (TRUSTEE) OR A FOSTER PARENT

The present Regulations regulate the activity of the state institutions of

the system of the Ministry of Public Health of Russia, which carry out the

medical examination of candidates for adopters, guardians (trustees) or

foster parents.

The state institutions of this kind include the territorial out-patient

polyclinics (divisions), specialized prophylactic centres (divisions) in

the system of the Ministry of Public Health of the Russian Federation.

The examination or, if need be, additional check-up shall be conducted in

the health protection institution in the place of residence of the

candidate concerned.

Medical findings shall be prepared on the basis of the check-up, and also

of the data of the outpatient sick man's medical card (St.Form No. 25/u -

87).

The findings by the specialist who has carried out the medical examination

of a person shall be confirmed with the signature of the head of the

respective medical institution and with its stamp.

The entry to the effect that the individual concerned has passed the

medical examination shall be entered in the medical card of the out-patient

sick man (St.Form No. 25/u - 87) without an indication of its purpose.

The form of the Medical Findings shall be issued to each candidate in the

respective guardianship and trusteeship body upon the application of the

individual with his request for adopting a child, taking it as a ward or

accepting it into a family for upbringing. After the form is filled in and

completed in the statutory order in the health-protection body the Medical

Findings shall be returned to the guardianship and trusteeship agency

concerned.

The results of medical examination shall be valid during three months.
